Why is energy important for Ethiopia?

Energy is one of the most significant sectors for Ethiopia's economic growth and developmentand is expected

to increase significantly in the medium run. Ethiopia has abundant renewable energy resourcesand the

potential to generate over 60,000 megawatts (MW) of electric power from hydroelectric,wind,solar,and

geothermal sources.

 

Does Ethiopia still have a low electricity rate?

However,the household electrification rate remained stubbornly low,at only 20 percentin 2015. With more

than 60 million people without access to electricity,Ethiopia still had the second largest energy access defi-cit

in Africa.

 

What is Ethiopia's electricity access rate?

Ethiopia currently has an electricity access rate of 45%,11% of its population already have access through

decentralised solutions. Strong government commitment to reach full access before 2030 in the STEPS.
