Why is the South Georgia & South Sandwich Islands marine protected area undergoing areview?

The future management of South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands For more than two centuries,
exploitation of the wildlife of South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands has provided revenue, albeit
interrupted as serial overharvesting has destroyed stocks, in some instances taking species to the verge of
extinction (see Introduction).

Who owns South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands?

The United Kingdomclaimed sovereignty over South Georgia in 1775 and the South Sandwich Islands in
1908. The UK Overseas Territory of South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands (SGSSI) was formed in
1985,whereas previoudy it had been governed as part of the Falkland Islands Dependencies.

Is South Georgiaa small island?

It is a remote and inhospitable collection of islands,consisting of South Georgia and a chain of smaller islands
known as the South Sandwich Islands. South Georgia is 165 kilometres (103 mi) long and 35 kilometres (22
mi) wide and is by far the largest island in the territory.

Are South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands mountainous?

South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands are a collection of islands in the South Atlantic Ocean. Most of
the idandsrising steeply from the sea,are rugged and mountainous.
